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Sioux Falls Dept. of Veterans Affairs Developing Medical Foster Home Program

The Sioux Falls Dept. of Veterans Affairs (VA) Medical Center is developing a new Medical Foster Home Program - a non-institutional alternative that allows a veteran to stay in a home-like setting.

Community caregivers are sought who are willing to take veterans into their homes to provide 24-hour supervision and needed personal assistance. This is a long-term commitment, where the veteran may live for the remainder of his/her life. Caregivers are paid monthly, with the amount of care the veteran needs guiding the costs of the services.

A unique aspect of the program is the follow-up provided by the VA Medical Foster Care Team.  VA nurses, social workers, and a nurse practitioner will go to the homes on a regular basis. Homes within one hour’s drive of Sioux Falls are currently being sought.
