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VA Moving Ahead with Watertown Clinic
The Dept. of Veterans Affairs Community Based Outpatient Clinic (CBOC) in Watertown is moving ahead despite unexpected delays.
Setbacks in determining the location and new VA construction regulations have delayed the tentative opening of the clinic until late summer 2009. The official location will be announced once legal negotiations are complete.
Health care services provided at the clinic will include primary care and mental health services, routine procedures, and education. It is expected to initially serve approximately 950 veterans and approximately 1250 in the future.  The clinic will be open from 8 a.m. - 4:30 p.m. VA employees will staff the clinic. Recruitment for staff will begin when the location is determined.
