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Sioux Falls VA to offer Medical Foster Home Program
The Sioux Falls Dept. of Veterans Affairs (VA) Medical Center is offering a new program for veterans called the Medical Foster Home Program. This program offers a safe, long-term home-like environment and an economical housing alternative for veterans who are unable to remain in their own homes because of health issues.
The Medical Foster Home Program is currently looking for caregivers who are willing to take veterans into their homes and provide 24-hour supervision as well as needed personal assistance. Caregivers who live within one hour of Sioux Falls will be considered. The caregivers are paid monthly, with the cost of services being dependent on the amount of care the veteran needs. 

This program is meant to offer an alternative to nursing home care for veterans who prefer a home-like setting. It is also a way for persons with an interest in care-giving to work in their own homes. Additionally, the program is a way to show appreciation to veterans who have served our country.
