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VA Moving Ahead with Wagner Clinic
The Dept. of Veterans Affairs Community Based Outpatient Clinic (CBOC) in Wagner is moving ahead despite unexpected delays.
Legal requirements to establish a partnership between the Sioux Falls VA Medical Center and Indian Health Service (IHS) are now complete. A memorandum of understanding has been signed, and IHS has issued a building permit for the clinic. VA is now designing and obtaining the modular building. This will be followed by site preparations by IHS. The planned location of the 3000 sq. foot clinic is at the corner of Washington Avenue and Highway 46. 
To celebrate this milestone, local VA and Indian Health Service leadership will have a brief signing ceremony, on January 15 at 11:30 a.m. at Boom’s Drive Inn on Highway 46.  
Health care services at the clinic will include primary care and mental health services, routine procedures, and education. It is expected to initially serve approximately 900 area veterans and approximately 1200 in the future. The clinic will be open from 8 a.m. - 4:30 p.m. VA employees will staff the clinic, and recruitment notices will be included in the Wagner Post and also located at www.siouxfalls.va.gov later this spring.

IHS will provide support services such as supplies, janitorial, maintenance, trash removal, snow removal, parking lot/grounds maintenance, and security.

The Sioux Falls VA currently operates three other Community Based Outpatient Clinics in Aberdeen and Sioux City and Spirit Lake, IA.
