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The face of VA is changing, and the number of women Veterans is increasing. Women Veterans are younger and have health needs distinct from their male counterparts. 
The Sioux Falls VA Medical Center is partnering with Minerva’s restaurants to provide area women Veterans information about VA health care and other benefits. Open houses will be held at several area locations. These include:

July 20 – Sioux Falls Minerva’s

July 21 – Sioux City Minerva’s 

July 22 – Aberdeen Minerva’s 
All women who have served in the military or who are currently serving are encouraged to stop at the open houses between 2:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. This will be an opportunity to meet other women veterans, to learn about services and benefits, and provide input about future VA services for women. Minerva’s will donate desserts for each open house.
Charlotte McGrath, Women Veteran Program Manager at Sioux Falls VA Medical Center will be available to share information about women’s health. Other VA representatives will also be on hand to discuss eligibility and compensation benefits. Women Veterans who are not currently enrolled for VA benefits are encouraged to bring their DD Form 214, “Certificate of Release or Discharge from Active Duty,” to begin the process of enrolling to receive VA health care.
The open houses are part of a plan to reach more than 5,500 area women Veterans. The goal is to increase their awareness about VA benefits and services and to also assist these Veterans in applying for their benefits.
